員として外国語活動を展開していくための素地として、オーラル・スキルに重点を置いた授業を受け、残りの２技能（リー

・Importance of English Education in Teacher-Training Courses 
・English language-Learning Experience Focusing on Oral Skills 
 
The aims of the study were to improve the oral skills of university students through activities focusing on 
listening and speaking, and to determine the effect of oral skill improvement on self-evaluation. Starting in 
2011, foreign language activities focusing on orals skills were introduced into fifth and sixth grades in 
elementary schools in Japan, in which homeroom teachers commonly conduct English classes. The 
participants in the present study were first-year university students in elementary teacher-training 
courses. Their scores for listening and speaking improved significantly following the course. As for 
self-evaluation, they ranked themselves higher in terms of four skills. The findings suggest that English 
courses emphasizing oral skills are effective in improving both listening and speaking, which results in 
higher self-evaluation.
