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The purpose of this study is to produce a dictionary in which the meanings of English words used in the
maritime field are described together with the meanings of words used in daily life from a figurative point
of view. The expected effect of the dictionary is to make maritime English more accessible to the general
public, while at the same time ensuring the quality of learning.

As a research method, the concept of polysemy in cognitive linguistics is to be incorporated into the
maritime English dictionary. Many words are polysemous, and they are developed figuratively. The central
meaning is called the central sense (basic sense) and forms the core of meaning. For example, consider the
maritime English word anchor. The literal meaning of the word is "anchor (of a ship). On shore, it is expanded
to anchor (of news), core store, final runner (of a relay), anchor bolt, and heart healer, etc. These are called
metaphors. They are all represented by a kind of " sight " called a metaphor. Common to all of these meanings
is a person (or thing) that can be relied upon. Lakoff and Johnson (1980) revealed that metaphors, which
previously had been considered rhetorical in literary works, occur frequently in everyday life.

The author is currently writing his doctoral dissertation under the same title. In the Age of Discovery,
many words crossed the seas. Then, in our daily lives, these words are used figuratively in various fields.
Keeping this historical background in mind, preparing to compile a dictionary.
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
